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1 Introduction 

1.1 Background 
 
 
The Dutch government is investing some of the proceeds of its natural gas reserves 
in its economy's infrastructure. Recognizing that knowledge is an element of the 
infrastructure of a modern economy, some of the funds are being set aside for 
strengthening the country's research and development capacity. 
 
A scheme for subsidizing investments in knowledge infrastructure ('Besluit 
Subsidies Investeringen Kennisinfrastructuur' or BSIK) was established in 2003. 
The BSIK scheme aims to bring together players from public research and industry 
and to support their joint research efforts with funding of up to 50 per cent. A budget 
of EUR 802 million highlights the country’s grand ambitions. Programmes are 
required to focus on one of five multidisciplinary themes to qualify for funding: 

·  information and communication technology; 
·  spatial planning; 
·  sustainable system innovations; 
·  microsystem technology and nanotechnology; 
·  health, food, biotechnology, and genomics. 

In all, 37 long-term collaborative programmes are being supported under the BSIK 
scheme. They were selected on the basis of their scientific excellence and their 
relevance for the economy and Dutch society as a whole.�
�
Space for Geo-Information is one of the 5 programmes in the spatial planning 
theme, and was duly granted 20 million euros by the Ministry of Housing in March 
2004. 
 
Roles in monitoring 
The monitoring of all 37 programmes is described in a framework [1] “Monitoring of 
the Ices/KIS3 projects” (available in Dutch only from SenterNovem). The roles are 
described briefly below (see also Figure 1)

The Ministry of Housing acts as client on behalf of the government, and is 
represented by a departmental project leader. RGI is responsible for implementing 
the assignment. RGI receives the associated funds through the Ministry of Housing. 
The ICES/KIS working group coordinates the monitoring of the 37 programmes. 
This working group acts as the client on behalf of the SenterNovem/NWO 
combination, which gathers the monitoring information for all the programmes. 
SenterNovem is a part of the Ministry of Economic Affairs. NWO is the Netherlands 
Organization for Scientific Research. The Committee of Wise People has an 
independent role in advising the government (through the ICES/KIS working group). 
 
Mid-Term Evaluation 
The framework [1] provides for a mid-term review in 2007. Based on the evidence 
of substantive and financial progress that emerges, the ICES/KIS Committee of 
Wise People will issue recommendations to the government on the future of each of 
the programmes. SenterNovem has provided a protocol for the mid-term review [2] 
“Protocol BSIK mid-term review 2007”. 
 
This Plan of Action for the Mid-Term Evaluation (MTE) was drawn up at the request 
of SenterNovem/NWO as described in the protocol. The following paragraphs are 
also based on the protocol.  
Note: for SenterNovem, a programme is called a project. We refer to RGI as a 
programme. 

Government 
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Recommendation 
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1.2 Objective of the Mid-Term Evaluation 
 
To provide insight into: 
a) the technical and financial progress of the RGI Bsik project in the years 2004 – 

2006 in relation to the project's mission and targets; 
b) the (academic) quality of the project; 
c) various aspects of how the programme has or will become embedded after 

termination of the Bsik grant. 
The target group for the MTE is the "Committee of Wise People". The "Committee 
of Wise People" will advise the government on the future continuation of RGI based 
on the technical and financial progress established in the Mid-Term Evaluation. RGI 
itself is also part of the target group, in that it wishes to learn any lessons that 
emerge from the MTE. 
 
 
1.3 Result 
 
The result of the Mid-Term Evaluation will be : 
�  a mid-term report in accordance with a fixed SenterNovem template; 
�  a mid-term external evaluation: in the form of an external evaluation report from 

an external committee; 
�  as an added result, Space for Geo-Information will provide a concise document 

with conclusions and actions, based on the recommendations of the external 
evaluation. 

 
The mid-term report sets down the financial state of affairs from the start of the 
project to the end of 2006, the technical state of affairs to 1 July 2007, and the 
outlook to the end of the term (i.e. 31 July 2009). 
 
The external evaluation has to provide information on (based on the SenterNovem 
Mid-Term Evaluation Protocol): 

o the quality of the projects (including the academic quality); 
o technical coherence; 
o an assessment of the selected milestones on current relevance and 

predictive value; 
o the relationship between progress and the project mission and 

targets; 
o the implementation of recommendations for managerial changes 

from the previous monitoring rounds; 
o the vision and strategy for the future of the Bsik project beyond the 

initial 'boost' (i.e. the embedding of knowledge, and the organization 
and financing). 
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1.4 Scope 
 
The minimum basis for the MTE is: 

�  the original Space for Geo-Information grant application dated February 
2003; 

�  the grant decision of the Ministry of Housing, Spatial Planning and the 
Environment dated 1 March 2004; 

�  final project plan; 
�  RGI initial reference measurement dated 29 April 2005; 
�  RGI progress mid-term report; 
�  interim assessments of the "Committee of Wise People" (end 2004, August 

2005 and September 2006); 
�  SenterNovem Mid-Term Evaluation protocol dated 10 October 2006; 
�  Mid-term report template dated 10 October 2006. 

 
The SenterNovem-NWO monitoring team was asked whether a general 
assessment framework is used for the external evaluation (which could also benefit 
the "Committee of Wise People" tasked with assessing 37 programmes). This is not 
the case. We are using a template derived from the “Standard Evaluation Protocol 
for Public Research Organizations”, with SenterNovem's agreement. More details 
on the assessment items and criteria are presented in Section 2.2. 
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2 Overall description and assessment 

 
2.1 Overall description of Space for Geo-Informatio n 
 
The realization of  a large part of space-related developments demands a sound 
geo-information infrastructure and knowledge base. The knowledge project boosts 
the knowledge economy of the Netherlands through a well-thought-out balance 
between geo-science and geo-practice. The mission of Space for Geo-Information 
(RGI) is: “Enhancement and innovation of the geo-information infrastructure and the 
geo-knowledge community in the Netherlands towards sound and efficient public 
administration and robust business”. The objectives of the programme include: 
more demand orientation, more flow of knowledge, more coherence, more 
innovation and more awareness. The objectives are specified in the form of 
milestones. 
 
The budget for the programme is 20 million euros, which is doubled by investments 
of about 240 participating organizations in the knowledge consortium. The 
programme currently consists of 45 projects and 35 innovation pilots. 
 
The organization of the programme is executed by a specially created foundation 
with a board, a supervisory council and a programme bureau. The board takes 
advice on the social and economic relevance from a user advisory council. Advice 
on the academic quality is provided by a scientific advisory council.  
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The knowledge project Space for Geo-Information consists of four closely related 
knowledge themes in the domain of demand & supply: 

�  Public Order and Safety; 
�  Spatial Planning and Design; 
�  Consumers and Students; 
�  National Geo-Information Infrastructure. 

Alongside these four themes, there is an embedded knowledge theme Scientific 
Research (see Figure 2).  
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Figure 2. The Space for Geo-Information knowledge project and its coherence 
 
The themes are the result of the development of the programme with the regularly 
updated knowledge agenda from the advisory councils. 
 
2.2  Terms of reference of the assessment  
 
Objective of the assessment 
The overall objective of the assessment is to obtain an accurate view of the quality and 
progress made in the innovation programme Space for Geo-Information in the national and 
international arena and to formulate advice on improvement and possible continuation. 
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Terms of reference 
 
The committee is tasked with assessing RGI on the following key criteria (see also Table 1): 
� (scientific) quality; 
� progress and organization;  
� viability and future. 
The key criteria have been subdivided and suggestions for subcriteria added, with a view to 
clarifying detail (see Table 1). Note that the subcriteria are provided only by way of 
illustration, and the committee is at liberty to add subcriteria of their own. 
 
The report of the assessment must be restricted to the key criteria including the subdivision 
(i.e. key criteria 1.1, 1.2 etc.), but excluding the subcriteria.

2.3 Expression of assessment results 
 
The committee is asked to evaluate the key criteria on a five-point scale as shown 
in Table 2. This five-point scale is derived from the Standard Evaluation Protocol for 
Public Research Organizations (QANU). Each assessment should preferably be 
accompanied by a written opinion and recommendations for improvement. 
 
The main criteria should always be reviewed in relation to the mission of the programme 
and the available budget. Where the evaluation committee’s opinion is not unanimous, the 
different views of committee members should be stated explicitly. 
 
Table 2: Assessment scale. 
 

5-point scale (Standard Evaluation Protocol for Pub lic Research Organizations, QANU) 

 

5 = excellent: 

Work that is at the forefront internationally, and which most likely will have an important and 

substantial impact in the field. The project is considered to be an international leader. 

 

4=very good 

Work that is internationally competitive and is expected to make a significant contribution. The work is 

at the forefront in the national field. The project is held in high esteem internationally, and is a national 

leader. 

 

3=good 
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Work that is competitive nationally and will probably make a valuable contribution in the international 

field. The project is considered internationally visible and is held in high esteem nationally. 

 

2=satisfactory 

Work that is solid but unexciting, which will add to our understanding and is in principle worthy of 

support. It is considered to have a lower priority than work in the above categories. The project is 

visible nationally. 

 

1=unsatisfactory 

Work that is neither solid nor exciting, is flawed in its scientific or technical approach, or repeats earlier 

work, and so on. Continuation of the work is not recommended. 
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3 Approach and management  

3.1 Phasing 
 
The overall approach is as follows (see also Figure 3): 
 
Phase 1. Preparation phase 
A Plan of Action and selection of candidates for the review committee is prepared. 
Result: Plan of Action and committee approved by the "Committee of Wise People". 
 
Phase 2. Fact-gathering, analysis and mid-term phas e 
Gathering relevant documentation, analysing and compiling the mid-term report by 
RGI. 
Result: base document information and mid-term report. 
 
Phase 3. External evaluation phase 
The External Review Committee visits the programme and a selection of projects. 
Result: external evaluation report. 
 
Phase 4. Conclusions 
RGI takes cognizance of the recommendations and formulates an Action Plan. 
Result: RGI Action Plan. 
 
Phase 5. Follow-up phase 
Evaluation of the entire process. 
Result: evaluation report.

3.2 Activities 
 
A brief description of the activities in each phase: 
 
Phase 1. Preparation 
�  project team drafts a plan of action; 
�  internal inquiries to identify potential candidates for the external committee; 
�  discussion of the draft with the SenterNovem-NWO monitoring team and the 

Ministry of Housing, Spatial Planning and the Environment on 3 October 
2006; 

�  amendment of draft and addition of CVs of the external committee; 
�  submit to SenterNovem before 1 November 2006; 
�  receipt of the response from the "Committee of Wise People" before 1 

December 2006; 
�  detailed planning and further organization of the MTE; 
�  possible amendment of the Plan of Action and translation into English; 
�  discussion with the External Review Committee (kick-off 22 March 2007) 

and with the project team, SenterNovem-NWO monitoring team and the 
Ministry; 
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�  declaring the Plan of Action definitive (15 Apr. 2007). 
 
Phase 2. Fact-gathering, analysis & mid-term report  
�  gathering relevant information on programme level; 
�  gathering underlying information on project level (based on annual reports of 

projects in accordance with established RGI monitoring procedure) and 
knowledge themes; 

�  amend template for projects in advance if necessary in line with the MTE 
template; 

�  compose base document with information for external committee. Separate 
factual information from opinions; 

�  coordinate methods of mid-term report presentation and for completing 
template with SenterNovem-NWO; 

�  qualitative review by Scientific Advisory Council (ARW) and Users' Advisory 
Council (ARG) and self-assessment; 

�  project team incorporates and supplements results in mid-term report 
template; 

�  discussion of draft mid-term report with SenterNovem-NWO monitoring 
team and the Ministry of Housing, Spatial Planning and the Environment; 

�  discussion of draft mid-term report in RGI Board (23 April 2007) and 
discussion with RGI Supervisory Board (22 May 2007). Adoption by RGI 
Board after updating with the latest developments; 

�  translation into English of mid-term report and base document with 
information and submission (15 Aug 2007). 

 
Phase 3. External evaluation 
�  external committee kick-off by telephone (March 2007): discussion of MTE 

Plan of Action, assessment criteria and programme for the assessment 
days; 

�  review by external committee in following week: 18-20 September 2007 (3 
days), including several project presentations to external committee. Direct 
feedback to RGI Board of salient conclusions at the end of the week; 

�  discussion of draft evaluation report with SenterNovem-NWO monitoring 
team and the Ministry of Housing, Spatial Planning and the Environment; 

�  interim direct communication of external review results with RGI Board and 
discussion in RGI Board (board meeting 27 September 2007); 

�  external committee corrects any inaccuracies and committee finalizes report 
and submits it to the chairman of the RGI Board (15 Oct 2007). 

 
Phase 4 Conclusions RGI 
�  drafting of separate document with RGI response to evaluation and list of 

actions to be taken in response to the external review (October 2007); 
�  submission of all documents to SenterNovem before 1 November 2007. 
 
Phase 5. Follow-up 
�  internal evaluation; 
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�  evaluation of SenterNovem-NWO monitor report (end January – mid 
February 2008); 

�  evaluation of "Committee of Wise People" recommendations (April 2008) 
and government response (June 2008); 

�  drafting of evaluation report (2008). 
 
Synergy with other Bsik programmes 
A special point for attention is the synergy with other Bsik programmes, and 
“bridging projects” in particular. The ‘Acht voor Ruimte’ programmes in the Space 
Bsik-theme, have considered how to evaluate this in a practical way. 
 
Together with 5 other programmes, a memorandum has been drawn up for the 
internal evaluation of the bridging projects in phase 2. The results are input for the 
review committee in phase 3. A meeting between the chairmen of the external 
review committees will be scheduled for early October 2007 (subject to compatibility 
with the phasing of the programmes; the schedule is acceptable to RGI). Then, the 
chairman can place the evaluation of RGI on the Synergy criterion with other Bsik 
programmes, in the context of the other programmes in the Space theme. The 
result of this meeting may possibly become an appendix to the external evaluation 
report and will be produced under the auspices of the chairman and the secretary, 
as discussed in the kick-off meeting.

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External Committee 
The external review committee is an independent expert committee, appointed by 
the Board of RGI itself. 
SenterNovem guidelines for the composition of the evaluation committee: 
�  the committee consists of at least 5 people, at least half of whom from other 

countries; 
�  the committee has a broad composition, representing academia, industry and 

other sectors of society; 
�  committee members may have no direct involvement in the implementation, 

management or direction of the project (or any of the subprojects); 
�  the committee members are experts; 
�  the committee has an ad hoc composition. Members of existing advisory or 

supervisory boards, with no direct involvement in the implementation, 
management, or direction of the project, may participate in the evaluation 
committee on an individual basis. However, members of this kind may constitute 
no more than half the committee. 

 
We apply the following additional criteria specifically for RGI: 
�  familiarity with geo-information infrastructures; 
�  a proper balance in the committee: retired versus professionally active, spread 

over multiple technical geo backgrounds, a balance in educational level, and a 
balance of personalities in the group structure. 
 

After careful selection, the RGI external committee comprises the following 
members (for CVs see Appendix 1): 

�  Chairman: Prof. M.J.M. Bogaerts 
Theo Bogaerts is an ex-professor of property information and an ex-dean of 
the Faculty of Geodetic Engineering at the TU Delft and of the faculty of Civil 
Engineering and Geosciences at the TU Delft. He has a broad interest in the 
role of geo-information in society and extensive international experience. 
Prof. Bogaerts studied geodetic engineering in Delft and graduated cum 
laude. 

�  International / All Round: Dr Keith P.B. Thomson 
Keith Thomson is ex-director of Geoide Canada (which has a programme 
similar to that of RGI) and ex-director of the Geomatics Research Centre at 
the Université Laval in Canada. His background is in remote sensing. Dr 
Thomson is currently reviewing a programme comparable with RGI in 
Australia (there are approximately three programmes of this kind in the 
world). 

�  Science / International: Prof. I. Masser 
Ian Masser is the international expert in the field of geo-information 
infrastructures and is an extremely prominent geo-information academic. He 
was president of the “Global Spatial Data Infrastructure Association” from 
September 2002 to February 2004. He is from England. 

�  Science / International: Prof. P. De Maeyer 
Philippe De Maeyer is an associate professor at the University of Gent. He 
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works in the field of cartography/visualization and GIS. He is a member of 
the editorial board of the Dutch magazine Geo-Info. 

�  Industry: H. Waijers 
Herman Waijers was General Manager of KPN and an ex-board member of 
the National Alliance GBKN (large-scale base map of the Netherlands). He 
is currently engaged from his own consultancy as interim director of KLIC 
(Cables and Pipelines Information Centre). This position involves him in the 
practice of the geo-information infrastructure, which involves information 
exchange and partnership between numerous parties. His background is in 
informatics and management science. 

�  Society: Dr H. Fijnaut 
Harry Fijnaut is an ex-director of the Netherlands meteorological institute 
KNMI and ex-chief engineer and director of the Survey Department (now the 
Geo-Information and ICT Department) of the Directorate-General for Public 
Works and Water Management He has broad administrative experience in 
improving geo-information services for the public, including through his 
membership of the boards of Ravi and NCGI: the National Clearing House 
for Geo-Information. His background is in meteorology and physics.

The emphasis in the first part of of his career (1961-1976) was on land 
consolidation. Moreover he took an interest in instrumental geodesy, starting with 
his PhD study and later on in developing other hardware, like the ART (Automatisch 
Reducerende Tachymeter/Automatic Reducing Tacheometer), the horizon camera 
and finally the panoramic lens. With this he laid the foundation for the further 
development of a camera for 360° panoramic pictures (cycloramas) by CycloMedia. 
In this period he was also an advisor of several companies, like KLM Aerocarto, 
Leica and Optische Industrie De Oude Delft. 
 
From 1976 on his research focused on the organizational, legal, fiscal and technical 
aspects of land information (nowadays known as geo-information). 
 
At this moment he is developing alternatives for the extended highway A16. A 
publication called ´De verlengde A16 – De Bogaerts-variant´ is under preparation.

As a consultant of the World Bank he took part in strategic discussions in 
Washington concentrating on urban development. As a result of this he participated 
in a number of World Bank projects in Colombia. Moreover he carried out a mission 
for the Swiss government (BAWI – Bundesamt für Aussenwirtschaft) concentrating 
on the 'Improvement of the Geographic Institute in Colombia'.
